Packing for your Trip
Guests may bring one full-sized suitcase and one carry- 
on bag per person. Due to limited luggage space, we ask 
that your full sized bag does not exceed dimensions of 
30” x 18” x 10” and 50lbs. Space for carry-on bags on 
motorcoaches is much smaller than on aircraft, and bags 
with wheels, rigid frames, and telescoping handles cannot 
be accepted as carry-on luggage. Medium sized backpacks, 
tote bags, small duffels and messenger bags are all good 
options for your carry on.
